We are fortunate to have so many committed
parents interested in working with the committee.

Everyone was in agreement that the June 28 Play and Learn Night at the Ferguson Library was a
resounding success! It was agreed that the group would like to do more workshops like this one
and that this event would be best if held in late April/early May before school lets out. Ideas to
improve this workshop included recruiting teachers from as many of the elementary schools as
possible (in order for children to make connections with those they might see or be with the
subsequent fall) and possibly finding ways to give more information to parents in a quiet setting.
