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Executive Summary

Program Year 5 CAPER Executive Summary response:

In the year 7/1/14 to 6/30/15, the City of Stamford spent $1,608,780 of Community
Development Block Grant and HOME Investment Partnerships Program (HOME)
monies on qualifying projects ($795,555.78 in CDBG, and $813,224 in HOME). In
doing so, significant progress was made in addressing critical housing needs as
identified in the City’s Consolidated Plan. Improvements were made to State owned
Wormser elderly congregate facility, composed of 40 units housing extremely low
income. Pilgrim Towers, providing 77 elderly housing units, continued its bathroom
improvements which will provide sit down showers for this special population. In
addition, aging kitchens were replaced in all units. An additional 126 non elderly
affordable units were rehabilitated with City program funds, many constituting
critically needed supportive/transitional housing for families. Affordable housing
ownership opportunities were created through the City's inclusionary zoning
program, Neighborhood Stabilization (NSP) Program and HOME down payment loans.

The City promoted health, medical, educational, nutritional and human service
programs through its CDBG public services appropriations. Funds supported such
programs as the Shelter for the Homeless, Food Bank, the Child Guidance Center for
mental health treatment, and the Sexual Assauit Crisis Center.

The City continues to cooperate with the Continuum of Care, now known as Opening
Doors of Fairfield County, and Charter Oak Communities (the Housing Authority of
the City of Stamford) to assure needs of the low-income populations served by these
entities are met. The City is facilitating the Continuum’s work by appointing a
representative to the Continuum, making meeting space available, and assisting with
funding application preparation. The City’s efforts assisting the Housing Authority
included support for housing redevelopment (Summer Place, replacement for flood
threatened Czescik Homes) and renovation of essential high rise elderly units. The
City continues to work with the Authority in achieving environmental reviews of all of
its federally funded activity.

Program Year 5 CAPER General Questions response:

The City of Stamford’s Five Year Goals of the strategic plan for the use of HUD funds
were furthered through the CDBG and HOME activities in 2014/2015 (Year 40). The
HUD allocation of CDBG funds to Stamford for Year 40 was $897,738. HOME funds
were allocated in the amount of $$378,418. The City received $204,900 in HOME
Program Income in Year 40. Of the 2014-2015 CDBG allocation, 15% was allocated
for public services, and 20% for administration. Of the 2014-2015 allocation, Public
Improvements were 26% of allocation, Economic Development 5% of allocation and
Housing 35% of allocation .

The Consolidated Plan set strategies and goals for four major areas: Affordable
Housing, Homelessness, Housing and Support Services, and Non-Housing
Community Development. Affordable Housing accomplishments are discussed in
Section 3 below, and detailed in the “Housing” section of “Barriers to Affordable
Housing.” Efforts at coordinating with Continuum of Care are detailed in the
“Homeless” section of this report. Similarly, Housing and Support Services are
discussed in detail in the “Housing” and “Homeless” sections, and Non-Housing
Community Development is discussed in the “*Community Development” section.

In the area of Non-Housing Community Development, the Consolidated Plan gives
top priority to “assist existing and developing micro-enterprises.” In Year 40, CDBG
funded the Waterside Coalition and the East Side Partnership as Community Based
Development Organizations (CBDO) to assist neighborhood revitalization and to
create neighborhood economic opportunity. Another top priority goal is to develop a

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skilled labor force for local business. CDBG funded the Homeless Shelter’s Career
Development programs and the Inspirica (was St. Luke’s Community Services) Life
Planning Coach.

In the Non-Housing Community Development category, second priority is given to
“improving community facilities in target areas.” Funds expended thus included the
continued renovation of valued community assets, like improvements to the Chlid
Care Learning Center facilities. Funds were also provided to Inspirica for heating and
air circulating systems and to the Boys & Girls’ Club for HVAC improvements.

Another top priority was the promotion of health, medical, educational, nutritional
and human service programs. CDBG funded public services meet these varied
needs, supporting programs at the Food Bank, Child Guidance Center for mental
health treatment, Shelter for the Homeless, the Sexual Assault Crisis Center and the
Domestic Violence Crisis Center.

The attached spreadsheet “Grant Funds Spent On Activities Fulfilling Goals and
Objectives” provides a detailed breakdown of the CDBG and HOME formula funds
(including match) as they contribute to the goals (strategies) of the Consolidated
Plan, the type of performance based objective and outcomes achieved, and the type
and number of benefits created.

The City has made progress towards meeting its goals and objectives. For housing
related goals, limited funds are leveraged as effectively as possible in an
environment where site and housing costs remain high. Total CDBG and HOME
funds spent on housing were $1,236,497. In addition, the City committed $350,000
of its capital funds to create affordable units.

The City’s use of CDBG and HOME funds is consistent with the Continuum of Care’s
(aka Opening Doors of Fairfield County) emphasis on increased transitional and
permanent supportive housing. Several service programs benefitting the homeless
are funded, but significant funds are also invested in assuring transitional facilities
remain viable. Funds were provided for the rehabilitation work on 24 Woodland and
41 Ludlow. Both are supportive housing facilities. The Continuum of Care also
applies annually for funds to expand rental assistance/units available to homeless
populations, as well as expand case management and services to the homeless. The
City continues to work with one of the Continuum’s members, Mutual Housing
Association of Southwestern Connecticut, Inc. (MHA), a CHDO, to construct 12 units
of supportive rental housing with the assistance of HOME Investment Partnership
funds. MHA applied successfully for DHUD 811 funds. However, the 811 reviewers
required changes in design (unit size, and laundry facilities) that required a whole
new local Building Department review. This delayed the project, but it is now
complete, with Certificate of Occupancy pending.

To create new affordable housing and replacement of Czecik units, the City awarded
funds to the newly organized Summer Place Development LLC. This “privatizes” the
units formerly operated by Charter Oak Communities.

For non-housing community development goals, the City funds efforts that directly
benefit its low-income neighborhoods and their population: two CBDOs were funded,
and services provided included health related (senior prescription services) and child
care (Child Guidance Center, mental health). Alternatives were also offered for

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those caught in abusive social/family situations, with special outreach to the City’s
burgeoning immigrant population.

2. Program Changes Made and Those to Come

The recovery from the economic recession has not impacted property values, with
year on year value analysis showing minor +1.6%) change 7/2014-8/2015 (Zillow
Home Value Index, 9/2015.) High market rents remain the norm in Stamford
(Median market rent is $2,225.) Because of this, site assembly costs for HOME
assisted construction remain prohibitive. Further, many of our target area landlords
have suspended plans for major renovations as a result of the tightened credit
markets. It is especially difficult to find funds for 2 to 6 unit rehabilitation. HOME
rents are not sufficient to motivate the private landlord. The South End contains a
significant portion of our program area, with the highest percentage of low-income
population: 76.46%. Building Land Technology (BLT) of Norwalk continues to
redevelop approximately 80 acres of land formerly zoned for industrial purposes to
create approximately 4,000 residences. As funds become available, BLT will
rehabilitate the rental housing units in their portfolio.

New HOME regulations make the City’s HOME program involvement in highly
leveraged, larger development difficult, as a “chicken and egg” situation exists as
HOME requires all other funds be committed before HOME can be committed. For
example, LIHTC (Low Income Housing Tax Credit) deals are usually a “crazy quilt” of
financing sources, federal, state, local. Often, a state agency awarding credits or
additional financing will require proof of local HOME commitment before willing to
commit funds. It is a financing Catch 22.

Activity in the HOME down payment program has been limited. HUD has decreased
the maximum value for an existing single family unit. The amount is even minimal
for a condominium unit. As a result, there were two down payment loans in Year 40.
Under the City’s linkage and inclusionary zoning provisions, private residential
developers must produce either affordable units (10% on site) or pay into a housing
trust fund. The sluggish economy continues to be a drag on the pace of private
construction for homeowners. The rental market remains strong

SCD is negotiating its agreement with a housing counseling agency that has helped
streamline the down payment loan process.

SCD is attempting to ease displacement of low income from the South End which is
occurring as a result of the BLT massive area redevelopment that will yield 4000 new
rental units. Currently SCD is working with Rose Companies, the developer of Metro
Green, on expanding their project near the train station. Metro Green III has been
approved for HOME funding, and will provide 131 units, 73 of which will be low
income.

Despite “corrections” in the national housing market, rents remain high in Stamford.
As a result, the HOME funds are not appealing to for-profit landlords, due to the low
rent limits.

3. Affirmatively Furthering Fair Housing

The City’s Analysis of Impediments to Fair Housing identified the cost of housing to
be the greatest barrier to opening housing opportunities for minority populations,
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who also tend to have lower incomes. In addition to promoting the development of
assisted housing, Stamford had been investing a substantial portion of its HOME
funds in down payment loans to assist low-income renter households become
homeowners. This year only two loans were drawn. The culprit is the low value set
on the maximum unit value by DHUD. This program had been very effective in
providing expanded geographic housing opportunities to minority households. The
Down Payment Loan Program was inspired by Stamford’s Community Housing
Resource Board.

The down payment assistance program, which has financed home purchases for 238
low income households, has consistently met the needs of the minority community.
Thru September 1, 2013, 56.72% of those assisted are African American, and 21%
are Hispanic. Only 2 loans were made in year 2014, both Hispanic. It is anticipated
that future down payment assistance will continue these trends. This program has
now loaned approximately $4,878,570 to assist construction of housing for low-
income buyers and in second mortgage down payment assistance to qualifying low-
income families.

In 2001, the homebuyer program experienced a substantial drop in participation.
Only three loans closed that fiscal year. This was believed to be due to rapidly rising
home prices while the interest rates remained relatively high. To address this
problem in 2002, the City of Stamford increased its maximum loan amount from
$15,000 to $20,000 and the City increased its maximum income limit from 56% of
median to 65% of median. These adjustments put the program back on track for
eligible low-income buyers. The amount of HOME per unit subsidy is again being
reviewed by the City as a result of the recent drop in downpayment loans.

The City cooperated with the Housing Authority in creation of a private development
entity that will address the need to replace the flood prone Czescik
elderly/handicapped units. A total of approximately $3,000,000 in local fee in lieu
and capital funds have been committed to this project. For Metro Green III,a new
construction project of 131 units, of which 73 will be affordable under the LIHTC
rules, local City assistance comes in at $6.8 million. The City has assisted in all
environmental reviews. SCD staff have also worked with the Authority to develop
HUD required environmental reviews for its other HUD awarded monies.

The City cooperates with two non profits that provide homebuyer counseling to
candidates for the City’s down payment loan program. Adopt-A-House, a subsidiary
of the Housing Development Fund, has participated since 1997. Beginning in 2003,
the City approved the Urban League of Southwestern Connecticut, Inc. for
homebuyer counseling. However, MHA has not provided HUD approved counseling in
the past two years, and the Urban League does not run courses on a regular
schedule.

The homebuyer program places the City in a working relationship with Realtors and
private developers that gives us the opportunity to promote Fair Housing issues with
them.

In addition to marketing the homebuyer program to tenants of public housing to
promote fair housing and homeownership opportunities, City representatives often
attend neighborhood organization meetings, including the South End Neighborhood
Revitalization Zone, the Waterside Neighborhood Partnership, the Eastside
Partnership, and the West Side Neighborhood Organization. These programs are
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seen as the best way for low-income minority households to assure that there will be
a place for them in Stamford’s future, safe from increasing rent levels.

The City analyzed the 2000 Census data and was pleased with the continued
progress in closing the homeownership gap for minority households. The Analysis of
Impediments to Fair Housing noted the gains from 1980 to 1990. City wide data has
now been made available from the Census for 2010. For African Americans, in 1980,
10% were homeowners, in 1990 23% were homeowners, in 2000 32% are
homeowners, and in 2010, 32.7% are homeowners. This represents a tripling of the
homeownership rate between 1980 and 2000, with slight growth from 2000 to 2010.
For Hispanics, in 1980 14% were homeowners, in 1990 26% were homeowners, in
2000 28% were homeowners, and in 2010, 32.1% were homeowners. Hispanics
home ownership as a percentage of Hispanic households increased on a par with the
African American population.

Finally, the HOME and CDBG rehabilitation loans for rental housing require
affirmative marketing of vacant apartments. Landlords are required to notify the
City of vacant apartments so that our social service agencies can refer minority
clients.

Several of the most significant areas of low-moderate income and minority housing
concentration remain under the aegis of the Housing Authority of the City of
Stamford (HACS). Southfield Village, under a HOPE VI initiative, has achieved
reductions in density, upgrade of quality of 315 housing units, and economic
integration of the tenant population. And, the Housing Authority has completed its
HOPE VI program for the Fairfield Court project. The Authority brought this
approach to its redevelopment of state assisted low income housing, that is, Vidal
Court.

4. Other Actions Addressing Obstacles and Meeting Underserved Needs

The City cooperates with the statewide LAMPP lead hazard control program to assist
income qualified families with children under the age of 6 who live in a home with
lead hazards.

The City continues to collaborate with the Stamford Housing Authority (SHA), (aka
Charter Oak Communities) in planned improvements at Wormser elderly housing.
Post Storm Sandy, the City has worked with SHA to attempt to obtain funding for
replacement of Czescik Homes’ 50 units with units out of the floodplain. The City
processed environmental reviews of the project’s various elements as requested by
the Authority. In 2014, CDBG-DR funds were received by SHA for the Czescik units’
replacement. Closing on other funding and construction start is anticipated before
the end of 2015.

The City is cooperating with Charter Oak Communities and the Stamford Hospital to
seek funds for detailed planning for a sustainable West Side community. The City
was the lead agency in the Vita project funded with a Community Challenge Grant
from the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development. The grant is now
over, but the local commitment from two major neighborhood institutions - Charter
Oak and Stamford Hospital - remains.

Elimination of poverty is addressed through the economic development programs
mentioned above, and by supportive programs like the Food Bank.

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Leveraging Resources

Stamford’s service and housing providers have limited sources of matching funds.
However, there have been a number of providers who have been successful in
obtaining other participation in cash and in kind. The Food Bank is an example of
this.

The Stamford Community Development Office assists single and small multifamily
housing primarily through CDBG funded program delivery. Awards are also made to
larger multi-unit housing structures, resulting in significant leveraging. This will
show by the end of calendar year 2015 as City and HOME funds will leverage $50
million in new construction at Metro Green and Summer Place.

The City of Stamford appropriates funds yearly in its capital budget for housing.
These funds have been drawn upon to provide funds to non profit developers of
affordable housing. For 2014 - 2015, the City appropriated $750,000 in Capital
funds. The City’s inclusion and linkage ordinances have resulted in the creation of a
$2,350,000 Housing Trust Fund. One of the largest commitments of monies from
the Trust fund was to developer Jonathan Rose for Metro Green on Henry Street.
HOME payouts in 2014 - 2015 totaled $813,224, which included five rental and three
owner projects.

Managing the Process

Program Year 5 CAPER Managing the Process response:

The City of Stamford tries to be sensitive to balancing the community needs in its
budget allocation decisions each year. For Year 40, the allocations/expenditures
were balanced as follows: In the area of public services, funding was provided for
homeless programs provided by Shelter for the Homeless, abuse prevention
programs sponsored by The Sexual Assault Crisis Center and the Domestic Violence
Crisis Center and mental health programs sponsored by the Child Guidance Center of
Southern CT, Inc. In the area of public improvements, funds were expended for
improvements to Child Care Learning Center’s facilities and St. Luke’s Community
Services (now Inspirica) family Shelter and services building heating and ventilation
systems. The East Side Partnership CBDO effort and the Waterside Business and
Neighborhood Program expended funds to provide economic opportunity activities to
those in their neighborhood areas.

In economic development, $26,307 was expended prior to the close of the reporting
period. For housing related construction/rehabilitation projects, Year 40
expenditures totaled $705,973, using $556,605 in HOME funds, and $149,369 in
CDBG.

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The City of Stamford has done very well in leveraging its CDBG and HOME funds.
This allows the City to accomplish much more. However, the limited level of HUD
entitlement funds allocated to Stamford posed a serious challenge to the City and
further reductions in HUD funds will significantly impact community needs. New
HOME rules regarding HOME commitments have also had a negative impact on fund
leveraging.

Strategies have been developed to accomplish goals incorporated in the Consolidated
Plan for 2010 - 2015, submitted to HUD. This plan acknowledges the advances
made over the past five years in supportive and single housing development, and
acknowledges the significant challenges to keeping and developing affordable
housing in the current housing market.

In the area of housing the Consolidated Plan recognized that in reviewing the
number of people in age and income categories experiencing housing problems, and
proportional severity of the problems experienced by the group, priorities for housing
would be: (1) extremely low-income elderly renter, (2) extremely low and very low-
income families and (3) extremely low and very low-income individuals. For these
groups, the dire need is affordable housing. The Plan indicated that efforts would be
made to assure continued quality of existing affordable housing, especially for
extremely low-income elderly, and creation of additional affordable family rental
units. Year 40 saw significant commitment and work started regarding sustainability
of extremely low-income elderly units (Wormser Congregate, Pilgrim Towers), and,
for low and very low-income families, 6 low-income affordable family rentals at 24
Woodland. HOME funds improved 27 SRO units.

Program Year 5 CAPER Institutional Structure response:
Planning and Zoning

The Zoning Board continues to offer special exception density bonuses for
development of historic properties. It has also accepted and approved additional
units for 23 Spruce and prospective new construction of 6 units in the new “village
zoned” area of Stillwater. The Zoning Board has implemented an Inclusionary
Zoning regulation for affordable housing and has recently reviewed the inclusionary
and linkage ordinances. The Zoning Board has achieved creation of affordable
housing units through its zoning regulations, and has still retained flexibility.

Zoning gave approval of the development plan for the 80 acre South End site now
being developed by Building Land Technologies. The Zoning Board is now
continuing compliance oversight. The most contentious item is the continuation of
certain water related uses, including a long existing recreational marina and boat
yard. The developer hopes to move ahead with additional residential construction,
and is working with the City and local neighborhood NRZ to address concerns
regarding this area. Plans are now public for a another proposed solution to reuse of
the Boat Yard, and will again be reviewed by the Zoning Board. Thirty eight units of
BMR rental housing were in construction in Year 40.

Public Sector

The City’s local sources for funds that assist housing development are its annual
Capital appropriation and any funds available as a result of its Inclusionary Zoning
ordinance. In the current down economy, the Capital fund has been the primary
source of funds; monies created through building permits and linkage have been
limited due to slow down of development. Year 40 saw a continuation in the capital
appropriation for housing funded at $750,000. Non-Profit Sector

Thugh SCD staff were limited in Year 40, efforts were made to provide technical
assistance to Community Housing Development Organizations (CHDO’s) as well as
non-profits that wish to become CHDO's, and assistance is provided to Community
Based Development Organizations, as well as those wishing to become Community
Business Development Organizations. At one point, the City’s Economic Development
Director met with a CBDO to discuss goal setting and documentation. In Year 40,
SCD continued to work with three neighborhood groups attempting to operate as
CBDOs. SCD shall continue to provide technical assistance to these groups,
especially with regard to neighborhood revitalization and production regarding micro
business enterprise.

Every effort is made to take advantage of HUD sponsored trainings. In addition to
the statewide trainings offered, SCD will request HUD Technical Assistance for local
non-profit training as necessary. SCD will make HOME funds available for CHDO
capacity building for those CHDO's having deficiencies.

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In Year 31, SCD staff introduced the concept of performance measurement and the
HUD matrix to the City’s subreciplents. The CDBG budget process had required
applicants for funds to provide performance goals in the two years prior to 2007.
Now, with the HUD matrix in place, SCD continues to emphasize to subrecipients
how perfomance will be evaluated, and is requiring subrecipients to include the
required measures in their scope of services.

SCD has developed an email “mailing list” and regularly blasts notices of non profit
training opportunities to those on the list. Any one who inquires will be put on the
list; the basic listing contains all those who have every expressed an interest in
CDBG funding.

Private Sector

SCD has worked with private lenders to complete construction of affordable housing
and develop workable affordable buyer financing. Staff are being trained in LIHTC
funding issues and application procedures. This is being done as LIHTC funding is
now most used by private and non profit sector in developing affordable housing.

Program Year 5 CAPER Monitoring response:
HOME Funded Projects

The City of Stamford now has 20 active HOME projects, that could be subject to site
inspection and review of tenant records. Twelve projects were inspected in 2013 -
2014. Only one building remains to be inspected.
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As part of HOME program management, a spread sheet “monitoring log” is
maintained listing all properties requiring monitoring, site contacts, and dates of last
inspection and next required date of inspection.

Physical Inspections:

New HOME regulations require inspection of units every three years. As a result of
the retirement of the SCD Construction Specialist in January, 2013, SCD has enlisted
the assistance of the City Building/Health departments for contracting inspection
services.

Tenancy Review

Tenant records are reviewed for all projects still within a HOME affordability period.
Tenancy reports are due into this office by the February of the reporting year, and a
reminder letter is sent out in the new year with new HUD income levels and rents. All
HOME units reporting are compliant. City staff will follow up with non-reporting
landlords via phone and mail, until reports are submitted. As required,
administrative site visits will be made to assure compliance.

Construction:

The SCD staff utilizes a combination of on-site and off-site monitoring mechanisms.
SCD requires documentation to justify and detail all requests for payment prior to
release of funds. At least two SCD staff members review and approve every request
for payment.

All work related to construction progress payments are signed off by a project
architect and/or City inspector. The site is also visited by an SCD staff member, who
photographs projects. SCD conduct on-site interviews of workers subject to Davis
Bacon wage rates, and conduct desk reviews of certified payroll reports. Payments
are not made until Davis Bacon requirements are met and lien waivers are submitted
The Housing Development Manager and Community Development Director conduct
site visits of projects at various points of construction, from ground breaking to
completion.

Homebuyer

Income and property eligibility: immediately prior to purchase, each HOME
downpayment case’s income and property eligibility were reviewed as per City and
HOME requirements by the non-profit involved and then, upon the non-profit's
reimbursement request to the City, again by City SCD staff. Before closing, the
Health Department inspects existing units for code violations and the buyers were
required to address any deficiencies. SCD staff follow up to inspect any correction
work. Newly constructed units must have the City Certificate of Occupancyto verify
completion in accordance with local, state and national building codes.

Occupancy: Continued occupancy is monitored as part of the mortgage portfolio
upkeep process. For example, any notification of payoff, or lis pendens, is used to
target the property for additional tenancy evaluation.

w
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CDBG Subreciplents

CD staff review the Independent Audits for all subrecipients at the time of application
and immediately prior to entering into a contract.

The SCD Grants Techniclan, Grants Coordinator and SCD Director meet with public
service and economic development subgrantees’ staff both on-site and off-site as
needed to review program procedures and accomplishments, as well as assure
accuracy in reporting and timeliness in expenditures. All housing and public
improvement activities were monitored on-site. The agencies recelving attention are
those who have recently changed key staff and/or must design their own CDBG
compliant intake-service client monitoring, for example, economic development
recipients. When an agency is selected, their review includes:

e Adherence to implementation of scope of service in accordance with the
executed agreement.

¢ Review and confirmation of unduplicated clients served (income
classification/ethnicity) and mode of data collection (intake form providing
requisite data).

* Review of performance measurements (activity outcomes as compared to
prospective outcomes).

Financial substantiation of request for payments.
Proper record keeping - accurate file retention, availability and
accessibility of data.

* Reviewed client intake forms to insure proper data collection of
income/household size, race/ethnicity. Site visits included interviews with
staff and review of service files to assure compliance with low-moderate
income benefit requirements and contracting/accounting procedures.

No findings were issued in Year 40. Continued inability of one public service fund
recipient to document fund use resulted in return of their funds to the program.

In addition a remote monitoring, or desk audit, is performed each time a
Subrecipient Activity Report or a Request for Payment is submitted to SCDP.

SCD staff have also attended on-site agency meetings and events to maintain
contact with non-profit board members, as well as key staff members.

As new staff are hired by subrecipients, one-on-one meetings are often held to re-
introduce each agency and new staff to performance measures and the CDBG Scope
of Services

Construction

All work related to construction progress payments are inspected on site by SCD
staff and/or City inspectors. SCD staff conduct on-site interviews of workers subject
to Davis Bacon wage rates, and conduct desk reviews of certified payroll reports.
Then field interviews are conducted. Payments are not made until Davis Bacon
requirements are met and lien waivers are submitted.

The Housing Development Manager and Community Development Director conduct
site visits of projects at various points of construction, from ground breaking to
completion. Physical inspections of housing assisted with HOME/CDBG funds
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resulted in better housing conditlons for low-income tenants. Inspection findings
have ranged from fire/smoke detectors to concerns with overall
maintenance/systems replacement plans. Work with building owners during
development of specifications and bidding also yields quality work within an
acceptable time frame (Pilgrim Towers, 38 Ann Street).

2. Results of Monitoring - Improvements

Subrecipients: No serious findings were revealed by the monitoring of agencies.

The scope of work for each agency was reviewed. Overall, agencies are aware of
their goals and performance measures. Record keeping, retention policies and
conflict of interest policies were reviewed and found to be adequate. SCD staff has
emphasized that agencies awarded funds develop scope of work statements that are
performance related and specific regarding accomplishments. This has been
beneficial as it has been easier to assess benefit as project reports are filed quarterly
with SCD.

3. Self Evaluation

The spreadsheet developed for the Assessment of Five Year Goals and Objectives
attached to this report provides a concise summary of how funds expended in Year
40 met Stamford'’s stated strategies/goals in the Consolidated Plan, and also relates
these expenditures to HUD's performance measure matrix.

Each program funded has an effect on its neighborhood and community. Many of
the public service programs meet the needs of the increasing immigrant population.
Public Service activities combine to increase the likelihood of the impacted
neighborhood sustaining a suitable living environment, by channeling residents to
necessary services and employment options.

An essential part of making a community’s vision a reality is to assure that local
residents and businesses are aware of the vision, and contribute to it on an ongoing
basis. The Consolidated Plan and each Annual Action Plan is developed in the arena
of public discourse as it is heard and approved by the Mayor, the Board of
Representatives and Board of Finance. Efforts have been funded at the
neighborhood level aimed at assuring participation by residents in creating a better
living environment to include expanded economic opportunities. To this end, the
City funded Community Business Development Organizations. In Year 40, the City
continues to cooperate with Charter Oak Communities and the Stamford Hospital in
developing detailed planning of a West Side sustainable community. The City is lead
agency on a grant for this planning, which will help create a sustainable, healthy
community along the Stillwater corridor. Year 40 is the last year for this Vita grant.

For housing in Year 40, the City spent CDBG, HOME, NSP and local capital funds on 6
shelter/rental projects and 3 owner loans that will create/improve decent housing,
for a total expenditure of $958,329. Two of the projects addressed sustainability of
elderly housing that serves extremely low and low-income people, benefiting 110
units, The need for continued sustainability of this type of elderly housing emerged
as critical in the City’s housing needs study.

Approximately $99,380 was spent in Year 40 on housing that supplies supportive
services. By continuing investment in activities like Inspirica (previously St. Luke’s
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Community Services, Inc.), which offers a supportive living environment for
displaced families, the community shows a commitment to assuring all residents the
opportunity to obtain life skills.

The expenditures summarized here and described in detail on the spreadsheet
attached (titled “Grant Funds Spent On Activities Fulfilling Goals and Objectives”)
indicates a community moving towards meeting its identified priority needs and
achieving its vision of the future. The major areas in which Stamford remains behind
is in goals related to housing.

in Year 40, Continuum of Care (Now Fairfield Opening Doors) pursued funds available
through the HUD NOFA, and received $1.895 million to provide for renewal of most
existing projects and for a new supportive unit with the Shelter for the Homeless
(Beacon II), and a rapid rehousing program administered by Inspirica. Mutual
Housing Association of Southwestern Connecticut, Inc. (MHA) was awarded
construction funding in previous years, but with budget cuts, is only now able to
begin tenancy at 20 - 28 Fairfield (completed with HUD 811 funds.) Supportive
service funds have decreased sharply due to economic conditions. The NOFA for
supportive housing from DHUD only permits the addition of 1 unit annually. Shelter
for the Homeless has pursued creation of supportive units utilizing NSP funds for 38
Ann Street and 23 Spruce Street.

Due to an uncertain and changing economic environment, the Community Housing
Development Organizations that put together new unit deals have had to constantly
recast their "Sources of Funds” statements for much needed units. This has often
delayed our draw of HOME funds. New HOME regulations will make it almost
impossible to work with non-profits unless their other development funds have been
awarded.

The major barrier to achieving the City’s vision for new affordable unit creation has
been the limitations on site assembly. Site costs are high and availability is limited.
And, the slowing of the economy has decreased payments into the inclusionary
zoning fund. It is anticipated that additional units will be achieved with growth of the
inclusionary zoning fund and the phased major private development now being under
construction at an 80+ acre site in the City’s South End. That development will
generate the development of 400 affordable housing units. However, at this point,
the developer continues to negotiate the means of meeting the 400 unit
requirement.

Lead-based Paint

Program Year 5 CAPER Lead-based Paint response:
The City is cooperating with the LAMPP Program (Lead Action for Medicaid Primary

Prevention), a statewide Lead Hazard Control fund source. Any work involving
HOME, or CDBG funds receive lead hazard evaluations, and must comply with
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Section 1012 and 1013 regulations. Any unit inspected which has an EBLL child must
comply with Section 1012-1013 and the Stamford local lead ordinance in
remediation.

Housing Needs

1. Describe Actions taken during the last year to foster and maintain affordable
housing.

Program Year 5 CAPER Housing Needs response:

The City of Stamford spent $958,329 on housing related projects from HOME and
CDBG in Year 40. This amount compares favorably with the total Year 40 CDBG
appropriation from HUD of $897,738. As development occurs, the City continues to
implement its inclusionary zoning and linkage ordinances. In Year 40 the City
provided $350,000 of capital funds to the Trinity project rehabilitation (48 affordable
units).

Specific Housing Objectives

1. Evaluate progress in meeting specific objective of providing affordable housing,
including the number of extremely low-income, low-income, and moderate-
income renter and owner households comparing actual accomplishments with
proposed goals during the reporting period.

2. Evaluate progress in providing affordable housing that meets the Section 215
definition of affordable housing for rental and owner households comparing actual
accomplishments with proposed goals during the reporting period.

3. Describe efforts to address “worst-case” housing needs and housing needs of
persons with disabilities.

Program Year 5 CAPER Specific Housing Objectives response:

Housing created during the reporting period with CDBG or HOME funds met the
"215” test. A total of 240 rental units were provided assistance so that they could
provide adequate, safe, and affordable housing. There was an owner occupied unit
rehabilitated with HOME funds, and two families assisted with down payment loans.
For exact breakdown of units by family/tenant type and income grouping, please
refer to Year 40 actual accomplishments in the Housing Needs Table attached to this
document.

The City made significant strides in stabilizing housing that met the “worst case”

needs type. A significant number of the extremely low renter households benefiting
were extremely low-income elderly (Pilgrim Towers, 24 units, Wormser Congregate,
40 units), a group that contains handicapped/physicaily challenged members. The
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City continues to cooperate with Mutual Housing Association (MHA) to in their
opening of 12 units of new supportive housing through the HOME program. MHA has
indicated that funding agencies wish to see another 12 units of supportive housing
developed on the Fairfleld site.

Public Housing Strategy

1. Describe actions taken during the last year to improve public housing and
resident initiatives.

Program Year 5 CAPER Public Housing Strategy response:

In Year 40 SCD staff continued to work with the Housing Authority to assure
completion of a project awarded in an earlier funding year, Wormser Congregate.

SCD is also assisting the Authority in the development of replacement housing for
Czescik Homes, Summer Place. The result will be 48 units deep subsidy (40 one
bedroom and 8 studio apartments in a 5 story building.)

A major goal of the Stamford Housing Authority (SHA), aka Charter Oak
Communities, is to stimulate partnerships with private developers to provide much
needed capital for redevelopment and the construction of new mixed-income
housing. The Authority takes a portfolio and asset management approach to its
properties. Its Plan cites removing Stamford Manor, its largest remaining federal
public housing development from the aegis of the “Plan”, through redevelopment.
In this way, the Authority will create privately owned, economically integrated
developments that include low, moderate and market rate housing operating under
long term use restrictions. Tenants of these “privatized” developments will enjoy a
high degree of investment as have members of the Southfield Village and Fairgate
HOPE VI resident communities. The Authority invited residents of Fairfield Court to
Join neighborhood advocates in planning the revitalization of their West Side
community. The Fairfield Court revitalization plan has produced Fairgate, a total of
275 housing units by replacing the existing 144 low-income units on the basis of
one-for-one and creating 131 new affordable rental, market-rate rental and
homeownership units. It's redevelopment forged creation of supportive housing to
address its disabled population’s needs, and, along with other redevelopment along
the Stiilwater Avenue Corridor (Vidal Court, a state created housing development,
now being redeveloped on the HOPE VI model), spurred a planning initiative for this
area. Thus, Charter Oak, the City of Stamford and the Stamford Hospital continue to
cooperate in further development concepts for the West Side.

The Authority now has a Family Self Sufficiency program that is coordinated with its
redevelopment activities. In the medium term (25 - 48 months) it will conduct an
assessment of the program’s effectiveness. It will continue its Resident Service
Coordinator initiative at all of its developments.

The 2015 rolling plan continues its emphasis on efforts the Authority will make to
streamline its asset based management system, and to convert Section 8 to Project
Based Section 8 that can then be assigned to projects targeted for renovation.

Little is said regarding role of the relationship with residents and their involvement in
management and/or a homeownership effort.

Jurisdiction

Barriers to Affordable Housing

1. Describe actions taken during the last year to eliminate barriers to affordable
housing.

Program Year 5 CAPER Barriers to Affordable Housing response:

As noted in earlier narrative, the greatest barrier to affordable housing in Stamford is
affordable supply. Market forces have driven property values and rents up; private
units are upgraded and rented at higher lease amounts, and sites are difficult to find
for new affordable construction as inflated land prices make projects financially
infeasible. As possible, the City, through its housing capital funds, assists non-
profits in site assembly.

Access

In single family home ownership, a proportionality analysis of HMDA data for the
Bridgeport-Stamford-Norwalk MSA is due for an update. Analysis in 2007 indicated
that the percent of total loan originations of white non Hispanic versus other
races/ethnicities is somewhat disproportional to applications from these groups, but
loan denials are severely disproportionate to both application levels and loan
originations. For example, originations from other races compose 58.9% of all
denials, while only composing 35.1% of all originations. Although the CRA data does
not provide information showing the relationship of race to income, the significant
difference in proportion in this instance makes racial factors and fund access an
issue. This data was for the Metropolitan Statistical Area, but there is no reason to
believe that Stamford underwriters did not contribute to the disproportionate figures.
Stamford’s down payment program reaches out to those communities most impacted
by these patterns. It is available to applicants who receive home buyer training, and
who are tracked through the appllcation/purchasing/ﬁnanclng process by housing
counselors who can assure fairness of treatment. In combination with units created
through the inclusionary and linkage programs, the City has developed a means of
increasing opportunities for those parts of the population that may otherwise be
impacted by discriminatory practices. Unfortunately, in Year 40, the revised HUD
approved existing housing unit values and income levels mitigated against use of the
down payment program

Despite the City’s marketing efforts regarding HOME funds, most private landlords
and even non-profits are reluctant to accept HOME monies due to rent level
restrictions. With the increase in the HOME eligible value of owner occupied housing
established by HUD in early 2008, the City had developed an owner occupied HOME
funded rehabilitation program. However, 2014 maximum values for existing housing
provided by HUD once more drops the permissible value for structures. This will
limit the City’s ability to use this program in small multi-family or single family
structures. Thus, the city is attempting to use this program to assist income
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qualified condominium owners now faced with meeting costs of maintaining aging
affordable complexes.

On-site Inspections of Rental Housing:

Units are selected annually for on site inspections as per the procedure described in
our Consolidated Plan, (see section on Monitoring (91.320), and as discussed in the
section on Monitoring, HOME, above.

Affirmative Marketing Actions:

The City of Stamford believes it current affirmative actions in noticing of
development opportunities and downpayment assistance under the HOME programs
is adequate. The current “use” of these opportunities indicates effective affirmative
action. See below paragraphs for minority and women participation numbers as
renters and owner/developers.

The City of Stamford, through its Office of Community Development, has an
Affirmative Marketing Policy and Procedures statement. There are three sections to
the policy: General Information on Fair Housing and Affirmative Marketing Policies,
Notices for Targeted Properties, and Special Outreach. The policy was developed to
assure that participating landlords, organizations and individuals realize that the City
adheres to Federal Fair Housing requirements, and has an affirmative marketing
procedure in place. When the City is notified of vacancies, effort is made to assure
that individuals who normally might not apply for the vacant rehabilitated units
because of their race or ethnicity:

e Are aware of the vacancies

* Feel welcome to apply

¢ Have the opportunity to rent the units.
The City has established an e-mail listing of agencies which are contacted when a
unit becomes available. This listing includes Hispanic, Black and Haitian outreach
agencies.

Of the HOME rental units reported on the HUD-IDIS PR 23 for HOME, 12% were
Hispanic, and 48 %were Black.

Outreach to Minority and Women Owned Businesses:

HOME outreach efforts to minority/women developers, investors and companies are
consistent with the Minority Outreach Statement presented in the Action Plan’s
Institutional Structure, in which actions are described to develop and improve the
institutional structure impacting housing development and availability.

The principal means of minority and/or women/disadvantaged business involvement
in the HOME program are as

* Property owner/developer

¢ Construction related contractor
Three of the six rehabilitation Projects reported are being completed by a minority
contractor.
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Throughout the year, SCD is often asked about availability of funds for housing unit
rehabilitation. All inquiring entities receive information regarding the HOME
program, among other possible sources of funds (CDBG, NSP, Local Linkage Funds,
LAMPP, CHIF). SCD staff also attend neighborhood organization meetings, and relate
to those present the several sources of funds available for housing unit/project
development. These organizations are well linked to our minority communities in
Stamford (West Side Neighborhood Revitalization Zone, Eastside Partnership,
Waterside Coalition, Stamford Partnership). Staff also alerts the several non-profit
housing developers active in the City, including our CHDOS (Neighborhood Housing
Services and Mutual Housing Association of Southwestern Connecticut, Inc.)

All HOME funds are awarded pursuant to an advertised Notice of Fund Availability in
a newspaper of general circulation (The Advocate). The advertisement notes that
the City of Stamford is an Equal Opportunity Lender. In addition, notice is provided
to a list of previously participating property owners/developers, and those
individuals/property owners/developers who have visited the office and expressed an
interest in being notified of fund availability. All prospective applicants are invited to
attend meet one on one with Community Development staff. Often, assistance is
necessary in pro forma development and in assembling required property data.

Rolling applications for owner occupant rehabilitation are welcomed. Only one was
received in this reporting period.

Construction Related Opportunities

SCD maintains a list of contractors that have participated in any SCD related work.
In addition, a list of contractors has been established as a result of the NSP program.

Open Advertisement, Referral, Intake

The opportunity to register as a prospective contractor with SCD is advertised. The
list is also kept open. Often, interested contractors will be sent to our office from the
City’s Purchasing, Building and Health Departments. Referrals are also received from
neighborhood organizations. Referred contractors are provided the opportunity to
get onto our list.

SCD staff meet with prospective contractors and provides information on required
insurance coverage, our bidding and contracting process, requirements for
certification regarding EPA RRP and HUD lead requirements, as well as instruction on
how to obtain a DUNS number.

Notice of Work

Notices, advertisements/web postings include requests for a statement of
professional qualifications/request for proposals (real estate firms, appraisal firms,
underwriters, accountants, legal services, title search services, etc.) as well as
construction work. Projects are advertised in the local newspaper. As a result, the
availability of work is also picked up by several trade publications/services. In
addition, notices of opportunities are provided to target agencies known to access
significant minority/ethnic groups. These agencies include: CT E, Yerwood Center,
the Hispanic Advisory Council of Greater Stamford, the Haitian Center, and the Urban
League of Southwestern Connecticut, Inc. In the past, when a respondent to a
notice for services responded and language difficulty was experienced, the City staff
have met individually with the respondent and his/her interpreter.

Program Year 5 CAPER Homeless Needs response:

The City is participating in the Stamford Continuum of Care, now known as Stamford
Greenwich Opening Doors (SGOD). As projects are presented to the City by SGOD
members, City representatives attempt to coordinate assistance as feasible from
CDBG, HOME and City capital funds. For example, the City continues working with
Mutual Housing Association (CHDO) and Laurel House to assist in development of 12
new supportive housing units on Fairfield Avenue. This project was reconfigured
from homeownership supportive to rental, supportive housing. The City supported
an application by the sponsors for Connecticut tax credit financing to permit phased
construction of the new units. These funds were awarded. HOME funds have been
committed ($60,000) to renovate units that will be rented to people transitioning
from homeless shelters/programs. In addition, CDBG funds were spent on Inspirica’s
heating system. Inspirica’s Franklin Street facility is a shelter/ living facility for
families, an essential element of the Continuum concept of shelter.

The Continuum’s application for funding under the Super NOFA, 2014, was
successful. Total funding was $1,895,719. An application for the 2015 NOFA will be
made. Several of the Continuum’s 2014 application components were for
continuation of existing residential/shelter/support service programs. There was an
award for two new supportive housing units and a small amount for Rapid
Rehousing. The City provided Certificates of Consistency with the Consolidated Plan
for the Continuum’s applications.

CDBG funds homeless programs operated by the Shelter for the Homeless, Inc., and
Inspirica (formerly St. Luke’s Community Services, Inc.) The City is currently
cooperating in the Continuum’s members’ efforts to increase transitional housing
units through joint funding with the FHLB program. The Continuum/SGOD has also
updated its Ten Year Plan to be consistent with the new requirements of HEARTH.
The Stamford-Greenwich continuum has now merged with Norwalk COC to become
Fairfield Opening Doors. This was done because census of the homeless indicate
clients move between these two communities’ shelters, utilizing both communities’
resources.
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Specific Homeless Prevention Elements
1. Identify actions taken to prevent homelessness.
Program Year 5 CAPER Specific Housing Prevention Elements response:

The Continuum of Care’s plan and the Consolidated Plan are consistent in the goal of
preventing homelessness and providing additional permanent supportive housing to
the population in danger of homelessness. To that end, HOME funds remain
available to assist in the creation of an additionai 12 units of supportive housing on
Fairfield Avenue. HOME funds are now funding work for the

Shelter for Homeless constructing transitional supportive housing at 23 Spruce
Street. HOME funds have also been committed to 6 new construction supportive
units at 190 Stillwater. The CDBG program also funds supportive counseling/job
related public services aimed at the population associated with the City’'s
homeless/transitional shelters.

Fairfield Opening Doors is composed of volunteers from homeless services providers
along the I-95 corridor in Fairfield County. The City of Stamford’s is represented on
the board of the Continuum, and the City has fostered the Continuum by providing
meeting space as needed. The Continuum members’ have pooled funds to support a
staff position, filled through an agreement with CCEH. Each McKinney Vento funded
Continuum member covers a portion of the cost through a direct billing method.

This person assures meeting schedules are met and meetings stay “on message”. In
addition, the CoC works with consultants from CCEH to produce the electronic filing
of a response to the HUD NOFA.

Overall, 100% of
CDBG funds benefitted low moderate income.

The City of Stamford has not changed its program objectives. Our experience in the
first year of our five year plan did not indicate a need for change in this regard.

3.Assessment of Efforts in Carrying Out Planned Action

a. Resources

e e e e "
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A major resource listed in the Consolidated Plan for achieving the City's Non-Housing
Community Development goals/strategies was the CDBG program. As a result,
funds appropriated for Year 40 provided 55% of non administrative funds to Non-
Housing Community Development Activities of Public Service, Public Improvements,
and Economic Development. In expenditures, 87% of non administrative program
funds were spent for Non-Housing Community Development Activities. This indicates
that housing projects moved more slowly than projects in the non housing
categories.

The City contributes to economic development activities through its own Economic
Development office, staffed from the Mayor’s office. This office works closely with
businesses considering locating in Stamford or considering leaving Stamford.
Companies seeking to locate in Stamford are advised of the available Connecticut tax
incentives should they locate in the state designated NRZ, Stamford’s South End.
Those firms then are assisted in staffing with income qualifying residents.

Stamford’s employment opportunities are stable, however, the City is feeling the
impact of downturns in banking and investing. For example, cut its assets in
response to recent U.S. investment/banking laws.

New development continues to occur in the City’s South End, with major restaurants
opening as part of the BLT development plan. The BLT market rate rental units
continue to lease up.

Public funded construction continues in Stamford, with major work focusing on the
City’s transitway and access to its train station. Privately funded transit oriented
development is occurring in this area, with at least two major developers: Rose
Companies and Harbor Point. Building permit value for 2014-2015 was
$351,683,474, down from 2013-2014 level of $437,048,331. The decrease was
largely attributable to reduction of permits in the commercial and industrial
construction.

At the neighborhood levei, the proposed South End development that will eventually
create 4000 housing units also proposes a 125 room hotel, 8-10 restaurants and
shops, and some type of “big box" retail establishment. A successful “destination”
supermarket has already opened - Fairway. Although this development is now
proceeding at a slower pace, the South End wiil continue to be a place of
construction and change. The City maintains a Grants Office that monitors fund
availability for all aspects of neighborhood improvement and social service needs.
U.S. Department of Transportation funds were obtained to address major traffic
congestion in the South End fed by the Transportation Center. Construction on this
transitway, Phase 2, continues. And applications for essential traffic related
development planning have been developed. Funds are sought annually to
strengthen the services provided to the City’s pre-school children.

The Grants Office also encourages local community groups and non-profits to make
applications for grants. The Grants Office maintains a website which allows the user
to link to non-profit resources.

b. Certifications of Consistency

The City of Stamford’s Office of Community Development receives all requests for
Certificates of Consistency with the Consolidated Plan. Staff that have prepared the

—_————
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Consolidated Plan review the requests, and provide a memorandum to the Mayor
outlining the subject of the request, and indicate to what degree it is consistent with
the Plan. All requests for Certificates in Year 40 have been met, including
Certificates for Continuum of Care related application for HUD NOFA monies, and
requests from the Housing Authority.

c. Is Consolidated Plan Implementation Hindered?

The City of Stamford’s Consolidated Plan receives significant public input and review
in its development, and incorporates many of the best planning efforts of specialized
service providers, for example, the Continuum of Care. Activities undertaken to
further the Plan are done in concert with many local groups. This community
approach to Plan development and realization provides a systemic check, assuring
progress on the City's activities. Continued cuts in Block Grant funding endanger the
community’s ability to realize goals of the Consolidated Plan.

2014, 100% of CDBG funds benefitted low-income.

The City of Stamford has received program income of $204,900 for the HOME
program, representing repayment of loans.

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The City’s Consolidated Plan’s antipoverty strategy emphasized strategies to help
residents achieve and sustain full economic independence and education and training
programs designed to gain access to quality jobs. To this end, CDBG funded two
Community Business Development Organizations which conducted activities
benefitting their neighborhoods, including working with local businesses to find
employees from within the neighborhoods. Unfortunately, jobs are difficult to create
in this economy. In an attempt to ameliorate the effects of poverty, the City has
funded the food bank, a medicine prescription program for elderly and a mental
health service for children. Still, CDBG and community resources are limited, and
most recent statistics indicate that poverty is increasing at a rate which far exceeds
the funding available to address it.

Program Year 5 CAPER Non-homeless Special Needs response:

The City has funded programs that help the target populations with special needs:
elderly, frail elderly, persons with severe mental illness, developmentally disabled,
physically disabled, alcohol/other drug addicted, HIV/AIDS. Many of these
populations are very/extremely low-income, and benefit from programs like the Food
Bank. Assistance provided to rehabilitate facilities like Pilgrim Towers also benefits
the significant part of their populations who are frail and/or have disabilities. Funds
were provided to Inspirica-St. Luke’s Family transitional housing for heating system
and air circulation systems. Inspirica-St. Luke’s residents are those transitioning
from homelessness, who receive counseling and training as required for their
individual situation and needs.

The City also supports development of permanent supportive housing for these
populations, and is actively working with Continuum/SGOD members to develop
housing units (for example, HOME and NSP funded 23 Spruce Street and 190
Stillwater) that include services which will help these populations stay housed.
