Convenient Air Travel Established Logistics

« Bradley International Airport, Connecticut’s Infrastructure
largest commercial airport located just north of
the capital city of Hartford, was used by more
than 5.2 million passengers in 2012.

* Connecticut serves world markets through
five seaports: New London, New Haven,
Bridgeport, Stamford and Norwalk.

Bradley ranks 55th among the U.S. airports in
the number of passengers and 35th in tonnage
of freight.

* Together these ports handle approximately 13
million short tons of freight.

* Rail service is available across much of the
state, and 7.5 million tons of cargo is carried
by rail in Connecticut.
