Dear Ms. Cohen, 
 
We are Jim & Mary Anne Crutchley and we live at 112 Haviland Road.  We want to state our serious misgivings 
regarding the potential development of the property at 90 Haviland Road. It is our understanding that we are 
not allowed to sit in for the Planning 7ŸċƖĬќƚШmeeting, but comments may be submitted. 
 
We understand that the lot is 2 acres and normally that would allow for the building of 2 houses. However, 
the property has significant wetlands and we feel that such development would endanger the wetlands in 
addition to putting a strain on the surrounding ecosystem. 
 
In recent years we have seen a marked change in these wetlands. We have noticed that due to a changing

the wetlands and may make them unsustainable. Planting of a couple saplings will do little to protect the 
wetland.  The trees that are there now are probably more than 80 years old. We also know from 
conversations with neighbors that planting of shrubs etc. is not the solution. Certain plantings are not 
compatible with wetlands and could cause more harm than good. 
 
There is also the concern surrounding the septic systems.  If a system were to fail it could possibly end up 
contaminating the wetlands and potentially overflow onto the road and into the wetlands on the north side 
of Haviland Rd. A septic systems failure could also impact the water supply as the aquifer below is the 
source of water for the area.

number of mature trees being cut down could increase the amount of water runoff. That is not addressed.  In 
addition plans show a swimming pool on the property and it appears that the environmental reports 
submitted do not address any potential impact from a pool.  It seems that the report did not examine all 
options. 
 
We feel that while the lot is 2 acres it cannot support 2 houses. We feel the potential for irreparable harm 
the ecosystem would negatively impact the health of the neighborhood for many years. 
 
We ask that the Planning Board reject this request for the lot subdivision and have the developer consider 
an alternative plan.

Subject: Opposition to subdivision of 90 Haviland Road  
  
Dear Planning Board, 
 
I am writing to express my strong opposition to the subdivision of the property at 90 Haviland Road. As 
you know, this same request was previously denied, citing the wetlands as too significant to be 
developed. Since then, the amount of water retention resulting in continual wet land (not as of now 
officially considered wetlands) on this property has continued to expand.  While drainage and wetland 
management may have improved over the years, so has our knowledge regarding the importance of 
sustainability. If we don't protect our wetlands, the quality of our water, along with storm protection and 
so many other things will ultimately be threatened. We cannot continue to just throw up new houses 
without taking into consideration the environmental consequences. This is not to say that building new 
homes should cease, but that we need to do it mindfully. Just because this is a 2-acre lot does not mean 
it is in the city's best interest to agree to the subdivision. I urge you to take a longer term consideration of 
the impact this subdivision would have on this one small, fragile ecosystem and the city as a whole.  
 
Today, the whole front area of this property bordering Haviland Road is a series of vernal pools/ponds 
where ducks occasionally swim. Further, while you have received a positive report from Environmental 
Land Solutions, LLC, I would say "of course" this builder has found someone to support his intentions. 
This report notes the planting of 3 Swamp White Oaks measuring 1-1/2" - 2" calipers as among the 
mitigation measures. While nice to say something will be planted, this hardly does anything to offset the 
impact for many, many years of removing even one mature tree whose caliper might be 20" or more. It 
also notes "no swimming pools," which is contradictory to what is shown on the landscape plan 01-25-
2025 included in the Planning Board meeting materials and would further impact the wetlands on this 
property.  
 
What was only a few years ago untouched wetlands with old trees supporting a variety of wildlife and 
contributing to clean air, flood control and clean water has already been hurt as a result of unsupervised 
"overzealous" tree removal with debris and wood chips blown into the wetlands for the new driveway at 
98 Haviland Road. I sincerely and respectfully ask you not to allow the further deterioration of this 
wetlands site by supporting the construction of two homes (rather than one) that would result from this 
requested subdivision.
